PLANNING ISSUES | REPORT BY CLLR. DAN LYONS

Final planning decisions are made by Sheffield City Council (SCC), who consult the Town Council on local applications. We
concentrate on applications which have a significant local impact or public interest. In March, the Town Council voted 6-1 to
reiterate its objection to the proposed 5 wind turbines on Sheephouse Heights on the grounds of excessive visual impact and
conflict with Green Belt policy.

We are closely monitoring the evolving proposals from Dransfield Properties for the retail development on the works behind
the Town Hall. Although councillors are pleased at some improvements in the design of the scheme, including better energy
efficiency and links to Manchester Road, as we go to press the Council has major concerns about customer access to the site
from Manchester Road only. Dransfield have told SCC that there is no need for access from the bypass as the development
aims to retain shopping trips within Stocksbridge. However, other documents indicate that the catchment area is much wider,
extending to Chapeltown and Penistone. Also, the developers informed the Council in April that the bypass route would be
open to customers when trading commences. We are trying to get to the bottom of this and have made clear to SCC that by-
pass access is essential to prevent major traffic problems on Manchester Road.

The application for over 400 houses off Station Road, Deepcar has been opposed by Town Council and SCC on several
grounds, including a lack of community facilities. The developers, Bloor, proposed to lend the Town Council a room for a com-
munity hall while the development took place. We believed that this was a strange misinterpretation of ‘community facilities’,
which in planning terms means shops, services and transport links which are needed to help create a more sustainable com-
munity and avoid unnecessary car journeys. We have also raised concerns with the Environment Agency and SCC regarding
seepage from a dirty lagoon on the site.

Two applications for work in the Bolsterstone Village Conservation Area have come to Council. We raised concerns with SCC
regarding the proposed use of unsuitable uPVC building materials in an extension and emphasised that the design of a pro-
posed conservatory needs to be in keeping with the character of the area. Two applications have also appeared relating to
the conversion of listed farm buildings on Green Belt land at More Hall into dwellings. We objected to them because we felt
that, as well as clashing with Green Belt protection, the intended alterations broke planning law on the preservation of historic
buildings and the rural economy could be undermined due to loss of potentially productive buildings. Following representa-
tions from the Council, we have managed to achieve swift action from SCC to tidy up the Maples Garden Site. Although not
perfect, it is a major improvement.

MEMBERS ALLOWANCES

At the 2009 Annual Meeting Councillors were unanimous in their decision to opt out of the payment of a
