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PLANNING ISSUES—REPORT BY CLLR. DAN LYONS 

Stocksbridge Town Council must be consulted by planners at Sheffield City Council (SCC) over planning applica-

tions in the Town. The power to decide on planning applications rests with SCC. 

Many of the most sensitive applications that we comment on are for development in the Green Belt. The Green 
Belt is vital to prevent urban sprawl by keeping the land around Stocksbridge permanently open and protect the 
countryside. It helps preserve the setting and special character of Stocksbridge, Deepcar and Bolsterstone, and 
promotes more sustainable urban regeneration by encouraging development on derelict and other urban land. Our 
local Green Belt provides opportunities for access to the open countryside and outdoor recreation, retains our at-

tractive local landscapes, helps nature conservation, and keeps land in agricultural, forestry and related uses. 

In March, the Town Council objected to a proposed conservatory in Green Belt land off Hollin Busk Lane, on 
grounds that the use of UPVC materials is out of character with the existing house. The application has been re-
fused. We also raised concerns about proposed barn conversions at Church Farm, Bolsterstone, over access to 
the properties, the suitability of the proposed building materials and the lack of affordable housing in the scheme. 
At the same meeting, we decided to object to a proposed development of 4 houses behind the Deepcar Medical 
Centre due to lack of space, unsuitable access for vehicles, and unnecessary destruction of valuable trees and 

animal habitats. A decision from SCC is pending. 

In April we heard the excellent news that the Planning Inspector has dismissed an appeal for two óeco-housesô in 
Green Belt at the old Maples Garden Centre site at Hollin Busk. The Inspector agreed with our argument that any 
new housing was inappropriate for this site. A proposed garage at Ewden Barn, Bank Lane, Bolsterstone was 
withdrawn after planners signaled it would be refused as inappropriate Green Belt development. In our last news-
letter I reported on our objections to yet another application for inappropriate, out-of-character development at the 

Bank Lane hamlet: thankfully this was rejected by the SCC Planning Board.  

At our April meeting we also repeated our objections to SCC regarding inappropriate development on Green Belt 
land at New Hall Farm. óBackyardô development is another major concern for us and we objected to a proposal for 
a bungalow in a  back garden on Smithy Moor Lane. We were also worried by a large extension proposed on Park 

Drive. 

May was quieter for applications, but we raised concerns about two that came before us: the design of a smoking 
shelter at the rear of the Friendship was felt to be out of keeping with this historic building, and an extension and 

balcony at Pen Nook would have caused loss of amenity to neighbours, particularly due to overlooking.   

VALLEY IN BLOOM—REPORT BY CLLR. MARY KAYE 

Hard work has been done by the In Bloom Group and volunteers trying to get planters and flower beds ready for 

Spring judging on 7th April.  Time was of the essence due to the prolonged wintry conditions. 

We have installed two planters on Whitwell Lane, constructed and placed more on Unsliven Road. 

More residents from Laburnum Grove area have joined the Group.  They have made a start by building planters, 
clearing hedge rows of rubbish and general litter picking.  Hunshelf Park Community Group have improved their 

area by planting bulbs and creating a wooded area. 

Now that the weather is hopefully picking up we are desperately short of new blood to join our team of over 

stretched volunteers, please donôt be frightened to join us.
