Sheffield City Council has the statu-
tory duty to deal with housing, education, social services, recreation, cleansing, plan-
ning, libraries, highways and the environment.  Any work/schemes carried out by the 
Town Council cannot impinge on the statutory duties of the City Council as this is 
classed as double rating.

March the 27th 2011 is the date set for the next ñonce a decadeò census to take place.  The information gathered 
is invaluable and is used by various organisations in strategic planning. It allows comparisons to be made about 
the population, and is used for example, to plan where new housing needs to be built, or where new or upgraded 
roads are required because more people are commuting to work.  The location of leisure centres, cinemas, 
schools, hospitals, fire stations, shops, even the food stocked in supermarkets is planned using this information. It 
is also a fantastic source of historical information used by genealogists and people tracing their family tree.  Eve-
ryone has the right and is legally obliged to be included on a census questionnaire.  Personal information is never 
shared with any other government department, nationally, regionally or locally.  The information collected is kept 
confidential by ONS protected by law, and remains confidential for 100 years.  The census can be completed and

Town Council tackles flytipping scourge  

 

The Town Council is seriously concerned about the impact of flytipping on our local countryside and communities.  
Many of our most beautiful areas, such as Ewden Valley, are frequently despoiled and polluted by flytipping, 

which also creates health hazards for wild animals and local people.  

Dealing with flytipping is the duty of Sheffield City Council (SCC).  Street Force (273 4567) are responsible for 
clearing rubbish from the highway.  Environmental Health (203 7410) are the contact to deal with flytipping on 

private or other council land and they can take enforcement action to force private landowners to clear rubbish.  

 

National statistics show that 
Sheffield has the 2nd highest 
number of flytipping incidents in 
the whole country: 53337 in the 
year up to July 2010.  Yet there 
were only 13 prosecutions in 
Sheffield, which is an extremely 
low rate compared to most 
other authorities.  This lack of 
prosecutions does little to deter 
flytipping.  Furthermore, on oc-
casions SCC also fail to clear 
flytips within the 14 day limit in 

rural areas.  

 

So the Town Council together with local MP Angela Smith are telling SCC we are not entirely satisfied with their 
performance and weôre looking to work with them to see how the situation can be improved.  For example, their 
current CCTV surveillance equipment is of poor quality, so that often it canôt pick up vehicle registration numbers 

caught in the act of dumping.  
We have suggested to SCC that 
they could invest in better equip-

ment. 

SCC have initially dismissed this 
idea out of hand. Weôve pointed 
out to them that such investment 
has paid for itself within a few 
months in other local authorities 
through securing more convic-
tions.  We are keeping the pres-
sure up on SCC and hope to 
meet with them soon to see how 
we can support and improve 
efforts to deter flytipping and 

ensure prompt clearance.  

Meanwhile, it is important to be aware that householders and businesses are responsible for the fate of waste 
they generate.  A lot of flytipping comes from óman-in-a-vanô operations who offer to pick up rubbish for a few quid 
ï and then dump it in the countryside so they can pocket the cash.  If that rubbish is traced back to an individual 
or household, they may face prosecution as well as the flytipper. For more information about how to dispose of

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PLANNING ISSUESðREPORT BY CLLR. DAN LYONS  

Although the Town Council must be consulted on local planning applications, ultimate power over 
planning issues rests with Sheffield City Council (SCC). 

The last quarter has been relatively quiet on the planning front. Most applications are uncontroversial, 
but occasionally we make comments or object if we perceive potential problems such as a loss of 
amenity to the local community, out-of-character development or damage to our valuable Green Belt. 
In December, we asked planners to ensure that time conditions were placed on an application to in-
stall floodlights at the tennis courts on Linden Crescent, in order to minimise the impact on local resi-
dents. 

In January, we drew plannersô attention to our concerns that a proposed bungalow extension on Un-
sliven Rd might be out-of-character with the existing streetscene. Later that month, local residents 
contacted the Town Council regarding a partially demolished building on Haywood Lane, raising con-
cerns regarding its dangerous state and unsightly visual impact. SCC had been contacted previously 
regarding this site and an enforcement notice to clear and secure the site had been issued. We are 
continuing to monitor the situation.  

SCC have recently launched a Thriving District Centre scheme and are looking to invest £50,000 
within the Stocksbridge area, concentrating on transport links and empty shops within the precinct.  
The shortage of allotments has also been highlighted, and funding is now available to replace the foot-
bridge at the Haywoodôs site which had been destroyed in the 2007 floods.  The site will be assessed 
to ascertain its suitability for continued use as an allotment site. We will seek to work with this scheme 
to deliver improvements to the town.  

The Town Council has also met with SCC planners to discuss national government proposals to de-
volve planning powers down to town/parish council level. However, there appears to be some confu-
sion over what those proposals actually are, but there are likely to be some changes in the future, pos-
sibly involving the drawing up of a neighbourhood plan. It will be vital for SCC to provide planning ex-
pertise to assist this process if it is to be successful. 

At Pheasant Lane in Ewden Valley, SCC has issued enforcement notices requiring demolition of 4 
houses which, despite repeated assurances from the developer, breach their Green Belt planning per-
missions, being too big, in the wrong place etc. The developer has lodged an appeal against the 
demolition order. In order to help the Planning Inspector understand the detrimental impact of the un-
authorised buildings, we have worked with the local community to supply photographs of the area prior 
to the development, so the Inspector can get an idea of the scale of the original buildings compared to 
the current ones.
